The 25 highest scoring songs will be selected for the
Semi Finals.

3. Semi Finals

At this level the performer will present the song in
its entirety.

Harmony Singers are optional and must be the full
responsibility of the performer

The use of VOICELESS tracks or musicians is

compulsory and is the sole responsibility of the
performer.

Each Song will be scored out of a total 100 points; as
follows:

- Performance - 25 points
- Musicianship - 25 points
- Lyrics - 25 points
- Arrangement - 25 points
100 points

The 10 highest scoring performers will be selected
as the finalists of the competition

4, National Finals

The J.C.D.C will provide Harmony Singers for all 10
final songs.

The J.C.D.C will provide one backing band which will
provide musical support to all finalists at the national
finals

Each finalist will perform one cover song which will be
selected by the finalist subject to the approval of the
J.C.D.C, in addition to their entry.

Each Song is scored out of a total 100 points as follows:

- Performance - 25 points
- Musicianship - 25 points
- Lyrics - 25 points
- Arrangement - 25 points
100 points

Awards and Results

Awards will be made for:
- Best Arrangement - for the entry with the highest
average in the arrangement segment

- Best Lyrics - for the writer of the song with the
highest score for lyrics

- Best Performance - for the finalist with the highest
score for the performance of both the cover song
and the entry as performed on the National Finals

Best Musicianship - for the finalist who amassed
the highest score for musicianship
- The 1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners

The results will be tallied by a team selected by the
J.C.D.C. and verified by auditors.

Please note that the prize list may change or vary in
any given year.

Selection of Adjudicators

The J.C.D.C will provide competent adjudicators drawn
from the Music Industry.

Production

The Finalists will be expected to sign agreements
with the J.C.D.C. with respect to performance and
recordings.

A compilation album will be prepared inclusive of
the top ten songs selected

Each finalist will be required to work with a music
producer selected by the J.C.D.C. to produce the song
for the compilation album.

Each finalist may be required to work with a video
producer selected by the J.C.D.C. in the production
of a promotional video for the entry song.

Training and Development

The J.C.D.C will coordinate workshops and seminars
to prepare potential entrants and finalists in the
competition.

The Jamaica Gospel Song competition is a two pronged competition which encourages Song Writers and
Performers to express themselves utilizing any Genre of music to spread the gospel of Jesus Christ.

It is open to Jamaican citizens and persons of other nationality who have been residing in Jamaica for a period
not less than two years at the closing date for entries

(The Festival Year is from September of the present year to August of the following Year.)

Entry Information

All entrants must be 16 yrs or older. (whatever the age
as at September 1 of the competition year is the age
that carries throughout the competition irrespective of
closing date of entries)

Entry forms must be submitted in duplicate on or
before the deadline

Entries must be reflective of any gospel theme and
can represent any genre

A non-refundable Entry Fee of $1000 must be paid
upon submission of a completed entry form along with
two copies of the typed written lyrics and biographies
of both the performer and the writer.

All songs should be original and should not have been
performed on or recorded for airplay in any media
publication prior to it being entered. The entry also
should not have been sung more than 2 timesin a
public space prior to entry

An entry is allowed to have no more than four (4) bars
of music (preferably not consecutively) that sound like
another composition or it will be guilty of Copyright
infringement, punishable under the laws of Jamaica.

An entry must be no more than FOUR MINUTES LONG.

An entry may be performed by a soloist or an ensemble
of no more than five (5) persons

The writer of the song does not have to be the
performer; however the writer may perform his/her
own song.

In any given year, the writer may enter as many songs
as he or she desires but the performer may only enter
one song.

An entrant must not be a participant in any other
competition or be tied to any other recording or
performance contracts for the duration of this
competition.

The winner of the competition in any given year cannot
enter again until one full year has passed.

All Competitors and their supporters whose actions
are deemed disrespectful to the judges, the
